If a child is absent and we receive no notification we will:

1. Call home

2. Call work number(s)
3. Call emergency number(s)
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Students are required to attend school on time on a regular basis.  Success in school is difficult to achieve without regular attendance. 

According to School Board Policy excused absences include: 
· Personal illness

· Serious family emergency

· Death in the immediate family

· Religious holiday

· Medical or dental appointments (every attempt should be made to schedule these appointments after school)
If a child is absent from school and the office is not contacted the student will receive an unexcused absence.  A doctor’s note is required if a student is absent for three or more consecutive days due to illness.  Vacations are not considered excused absences.  According to School Board Policy consequences include:

· 8 absences- A letter will be sent home.
· 12 absences- A letter will be sent home.  
A parent conference will be required with the building administration to discuss the excessive absences.
· 18 absences- A letter will be sent to the Kane County Regional Office of Education Truancy Department.  
A conference will be required with the building administration to discuss the excessive absences.
A tardy is defined as a student that is not in the building by 8:15 A.M.  Parents need to pre-arrange excused tardies with the office.  According to School Board Policy consequences include:

· 5 Tardies- Parents will be contacted by school personnel.

· 10 Tardies- A conference will be required with the building administration to discuss the excessive tardies.

· 15 Tardies- A conference will be requested through the Kane County Regional Office of Education Truancy Department.
School personnel will be in frequent contact with families who abuse the attendance policy.  Retention will be considered for children who have excessive absences.  
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Due to safety concerns we have very structured arrival and dismissal procedures.  Children should be brought to school no more than 10 minutes prior to the start of school.  Please instruct your child to walk to school on sidewalks and to cross streets cautiously until they reach the playground area.  Students should cross Amarillo Drive with the crossing guard at the Toro Circle crosswalk.  Please remind your child to stay out of the street.  

The parking lot is very busy during arrival and dismissal.  Cars often line up into Amarillo Drive.  Please allow enough time to drop-off your child.  For safety follow the flow of traffic, stay inside the yellow line, and drop-off and pick-up your child in front of the school.  Please do not attempt to pick-up or drop-off a student in the parking lot.  It is very dangerous for our children to attempt to cross in front of cars.  
School starts at 8:15 A.M. Students who are not in the building when the second bell rings are considered tardy.  After arriving at school, students will not be allowed to leave school grounds until dismissal time.  Only the principal can authorize emergency exceptions. 

At the end of the school day, students who are car riders are dismissed first.  Bus riders are dismissed second.  Students attending Boys and Girls Club and other after school activities are dismissed third.  Walkers are dismissed last.  If you walk up to the door to drop-off or pick-up your child, your child is considered a walker.
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Perry Elementary has adopted a school wide discipline program called Positive Behavior Intervention System (PBIS).  Students at Perry are expected to follow these four rules:

· Respect Property

· Respect All Others

· Respect Learning

· Respect Self

A PALS Matrix can be found on page 8.

Gold Slips are given to classrooms exemplifying excellent behavior.  Perry Prides are given to individual students for outstanding work or behavior.  Classrooms that receive 50 Gold Slips are invited to participate in a school wide celebration.  Individual students who receive Blue Perry Prides can purchase items at the Perry Pride Cart each month.  Green Perry Prides and Bus Bucks are put into a weekly raffle for a bag of prizes.  
Although the staff makes every effort to focus on positive behavior, there are times when disciplinary action must be taken for children who act inappropriately and violate classroom/school rules.  Pink slips and detentions are given to students as a reminder of their improper behavior.  Other consequences include: time out, loss of recess, new seating assignment, loss of privilege and parent conference.  Severe consequences such as suspension will be used for physical aggression and other inappropriate behaviors as determined by the principal, assistant principal and the district handbook.
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BUS DISCIPLINARY CONSEQUENCES

For the safety of all children, appropriate behavior is expected while riding the bus. The procedures for violation of bus rules are as follows: 
1. In the event of serious or repeated incidents of student misconduct, a "Bus Conduct Notice" will be completed by the driver and given to the principal/assistant principal.  A copy of the notice will be sent to parents (with a request that they sign and return it to school) and to the District 300 Transportation Office. 
2. If a second "Bus Conduct Notice" is issued, the student may be suspended from riding the bus for a period of up to one week. Parents will be responsible for transporting the student.

3. If a third "Bus Conduct Notice" is issued, the student may be suspended from riding the bus for a period of up to one month. Parents will be responsible for transporting the student. 

4. If a fourth "Bus Conduct Notice" is issued, the student may be suspended from riding the bus for a period of up to one semester. Parents will be responsible for transporting the student.

5. In the case of severe misbehavior, a student may be immediately and permanently prohibited from riding a bus. Parents will be responsible for transporting the student.

*FACE FORWARD
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According to School Board Policy, students’ dress and grooming must not disrupt the educational process, interfere with the maintenance of a positive learning climate or compromise reasonable standards of health, safety and decency.  The following recommendations are given to help us look and feel our best at school:

· Shoes must be worn at all times.  Heelys are not permitted.
· Hats, visors, bandanas or sunglasses are not to be worn in the building.

· Revealing, tight fitting or indecent clothing is not permitted including halter/backless tops, bare midriff/tube tops, etc.

· Undergarments should not be visible.

· Any items that display obscene or suggestive slogans or pictures are not permitted.  

· Any items that display gang affiliation including colors and accessories are not permitted.

· Any items that display a slogan representing alcoholic beverages, tobacco, narcotics, profane language or weapons are not permitted.

Students should come to school dressed appropriately for the weather.  Students will stay indoors only if the temperature is less than 10° F or if it is raining.

Backpacks and book bags may be used to transport materials to and from school.  Backpacks with wheels are not permitted.  During the school day backpacks should remain in students’ lockers.

Gym shoes are required to participate in physical education class.  Gym shoes with high/thick soles will not be permitted due to safety concerns.
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EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

Emergency School Closing

Weather conditions may make it necessary to close school.  Information regarding these closings will be broadcast on the following stations: WGN 720 AM, WBBM 780 AM, WMAQ

Emergency Closing During School Day

In the event of an emergency such as loss of electricity, heat or water, students may be dismissed earlier than normal. Parents will be notified by telephone. 
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Rapid Communication System
District 300 has adopted a Rapid Communication System (RCS).  Using this service the district can now send out an automated phone message to all parents and staff members when there is a snow day or other emergency.  The RCS number will appear as 411-000-0000 on your called id.
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Bus, fire, disaster, and lock down drills are conducted on a regular basis.  State law mandates that all schools hold periodic fire and disaster drills.  Drills will be held at various times throughout the school year.  The purpose of these drills is to familiarize students with procedures to follow should an actual emergency situation arise.  Should you be visiting the building during an emergency drill, you will be instructed as to how to proceed.
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Illness or Injury at School

If your child gets sick or injured at school, every effort is made to make him/her comfortable.  A decision is made with the help of our nurse as to whether parents should be called and if the student should go home.  We expect that the parent or an authorized adult will pick up a child within a reasonable time after notification.

Medical Guidelines for Exclusion and Re-Admittance

Children may be excluded from school if they have any of the following symptoms: 

• Fever over 99.8º 
• Nausea, stomachache, and/or diarrhea 
• Undiagnosed rashes (Unless the rash is gone, the student must present a release from a doctor to return to school stating that the child is not contagious.  It is the responsibility of the school nurse to notify the local health department if the diagnosed rash is a communicable disease.)
• Red/running eyes (suspected pink eye) 
• Head lice
• Undiagnosed swollen glands

Children who have been absent due to communicable diseases may return if either of the following conditions has been met: 

• Release from a doctor 
• Fever, rash or other symptoms of the disease have completely disappeared - providing the child has been absent a minimum of five school days (not counting weekends or other non-attendance days).

Physical Examinations and Immunizations

All students must be compliant with the State of Illinois Physical Examination and Immunization requirements prior to the first day of school.  Students that do not meet these requirements will not be allowed to attend school until these requirements have been met.
Dental Requirements

A Dental Examination is required for all students in kindergarten, second and sixth grades.  The examination by a licensed dentist must be completed by May 15th of the school year that the child is in kindergarten, second or sixth grade.
Vision Requirements

All children enrolling into a kindergarten program must submit proof of an eye examination.  Each child must present proof of having been examined by a physician licensed to practice medicine in all of its branches or a licensed optometrist within the previous year before October 15th of the school year.
Vision and Hearing Screening

The State mandates that all children in grades kindergarten through third grade, special education and new students have their hearing screened.  In addition, the State mandates that all children in grades kindergarten through second grade, special education and new students have their vision screened.  These screenings will take place at school during the school year.
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Prior to the District’s administration of any medication, the District shall have on file a medication program for the involved student prepared by the student’s attending licensed prescriber in compliance with CUSD #300 procedures and signed by the student’s parent/guardian.  

Whenever possible, the parent/guardian should make arrangements for medication to be administered at home, before and/or after school hours.  In situations when a student’s health could be compromised by not receiving medication during school hours, school district policy and procedures must be followed for administering all medications.
1. Medication is defined as prescription or non-prescription (over the counter) drugs, including vitamins and supplements.
2. Administration of any medication requires both a physician’s written order and signed parental permission.
3. Prescription medication must be in a pharmacy or physician labeled container.  Over the counter medication must be brought in with the original manufacturer’s label, clearly marked with the student’s name.
4. It is the parent’s/guardian’s responsibility to bring the medication to school.
5. All medications to be taken during school hours will be kept in the nurse’s office.  It is the responsibility of the student to report to the nurse’s office at the proper time to receive his/her medication.  
Students are allowed to carry and self-administer asthma medication.  Students may use an Epinephrine Auto-Injector for anaphylaxis only after the school is notified and the student’s parent/guardian and physician have signed the appropriate authorization form.
6. The parent/guardian must assume responsibility for informing the school (in writing) of any change in the student’s health or medication.  A physician’s order must accompany any medication change.
7. Medication must be picked up by a parent/guardian on or before the last day of school.  Medication not picked up will be discarded.
8. The school district will reject requests for administration of medication if it does not receive all of the required information on the authorization form.
Authorization Form

An authorization form for any student who needs to receive medication during school hours must be completed prior to bringing the medication to school.  The student’s parent/guardian and physician must sign a completed medication form.  A copy of the authorization form can be obtained at the school.  The following information must be clearly stated on the form:
1. Name of medication

2. Dosage

3. Times at which medication must be taken
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Student lunch periods are 30 minutes in length.  After 20 minutes students are dismissed for lunch recess if they are finished eating.

Those students needing more time to eat may move to a designated table to finish their lunch. The cost for a school lunch is $2.50 per day.  Free and reduced lunch applications are available in the main office.  All students are offered free breakfast each school day.
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Recess for students is held on a daily basis.  Individual grade levels or classrooms may schedule a structured recess time during the school day if time permits.  Whenever possible, recess will be held outside.  Indoor recess will be held during inclement weather (rain, snowstorm, or temperatures below 10º F).  Children are reminded to dress appropriately with boots, snow pants, hat and mittens when necessary.  We will send your child outdoors for recess unless we receive a note from your child’s doctor.
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The Kane County Health Department has required that all food brought into the school for classroom parties, luncheon snacks, etc. be purchased at a commercial food establishment or retail food store.  This is to better protect the students and faculty from possible contamination.
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District 300 requires student fees to help cover the cost of books and supplies.  If you would like to request a waiver of this fee, please contact the main office.

· Kindergarten Fees: $100.00

· Grades 1-4 Fees: $115.00
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Lost and found items that are brought to the office are placed in the lost and found box in the lunchroom.  From time to time these items are placed on display in the front hallway.  If lost items are not claimed by the end of the school year they will be discarded or donated to a local charity.  Please place your child’s name on all personal items to ensure their quick return when lost. 
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District 300 offers a gifted program for qualifying students who have extraordinary academic talents.  Critical thinking, creative problem solving and decision-making skills are practiced independently and in groups.

Students may be referred for participation in the Gifted Education Program by parents, staff members, and/or the student.  Referred students are evaluated for participation based upon eligibility criteria.
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The Perry PTC is an organization that provides service for school functions and engages in fund raising projects.  The PTC cooperates with school administration to provide educational opportunities such as field trips, gold slip parties, the Perry Pride Cart and assemblies for students.  The PTC provides financial and volunteer support which enables the school to provide a full and varied educational program.  The objective of the PTC is to help our students develop to their fullest potential.  A good education is a combination of both home and school involvement.  We must work together as a team for our children to be successful.  

In order for the PTC to be successful we need parent involvement.  All parents and teachers at Perry are automatically members of the PTC at no cost.  PTC meetings are generally held the first Monday of each month at 6:00 P.M. in the multi-purpose room.  If there is no school on a given Monday, the meeting will be scheduled for the following week.  Any ideas, suggestions or questions are welcome.  Please feel free to contact us at any time and to join us to plan activities for the school year.
