Dental Examination requirements:  
 

All students entering kindergarten, 
second and sixth grade for the 09-10 
school year are required to have a 
dental examination. The examinations 
are due by May 15th of the year the 
student is enrolled in kindergarten, 
second and sixth grade. A current 
dental examination is one that was 
completed within 18 months of May 
15th. The dental examination must be 
recorded on the approved Illinois 
Department of Public Health form. 
 

 
For Parents interested in having 
medications at school for their 
child:  
 

The medication authorization form 
contains a parent portion and a 
physician portion that must be 
completed for any medication 
(prescription or over-the counter 
medication) that is needed in school. 
The only exception is for non-

vitamin C drops, Ricola lozenges, etc.)
